The config file and info on sending SID data by ftp should have been included with your
SID distribution.  But in case it's not, I've attached the files you'll need.

The first file, ftp_cmds.TXT should be placed in C:\SOLARSID\Conf.  You will need
to change the "MY_SITE_NAME" in the file to whatever your site name is.

The second file, SIDsend.txt, should be placed in C:\SOLARSID\Bin and
renamed to SIDsend.bat.    (It is not wise to send .bat files through email,
so I changed the extension when I attached the file.)  You don't need to make
any other changes to this file.

Page 39 of your SID manual should show you how to get these files set up and
start your ftp processing.  If, perchance, you have an older copy of the manual,
you might want to download the newest version at:

Also, we do have a newer  version of the monitor available now, called SuperSID.
These new instruments can receive signals from multiple transmitters at once,
unlike the old SID that was tuned to a specific frequency.  If you would like
to upgrade your existing SID to a SuperSID, Stanford would be pleased to
cover the cost.   To do this, you would need to contact the Society of
Amateur Radio Astronomers, cc:ed above.  We are collaborating with them
on the SuperSID project.
